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Cottontown — Officially Historic!

On Wednesday, June 3, with a unanimous vote by city council, Cottontown added a milestone to its history by
becoming an official architectural conservation district. Cottontown joins other historic neighborhoods like
Elmwood Park, Wales Garden and University Hill as recognized historical assets worthy of protection by the
city of Columbia. The likely long-term impacts are significant: property values in Cottontown should be more
stable in a bad economy and grow faster when times are good. New development and alterations to structures
will be more likely to enhance, rather than detract, from the character of the neighborhood, and Cottontown’s
profile rises in the eyes of visitors and newcomers looking for downtown living in a traditional historical
setting. Here are some tips for Cottontown property owners to help navigate the new guidelines when
considering doing work to your home:

e Review the design guidelines at www.cottontown.us or the city’s web site at www.columbiasc.net
e Discuss your plans with the city planning office before you start designs or actual work
e Acquire all necessary permits for the work you plan to do

Design guidelines do not restrict paint colors, work not visible from the public right of way, most maintenance
and simple repairs, and interior work. For more information, contact the city planning office at 545-3335.
